Our Dedicated Leadership

Our campus wide redevelopment effort — an
exceptional illustration of transformation — is
the product of thousands of individuals that
lent their bodies, minds and prayers to the
success of Brethren Village.

Our visionary Leadership Team, hard working
Team Members, and a truly dedicated Board of
Directors has led the charge in the development
of today’s Village. As with any renewal and
metamorphosis, understanding the history

Spanning decades, our Board of Directors
transformed the Village from a meager yet
essential ‘Home for the Homeless' to a
state-of-the-art, continuing care retirement
community.

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Our Vital Finances

The dynamic transformation seen during the
2009-2010 fiscal year has been one of positive
change and growth for the Village community.
The Village remains committed to financial
stewardship, coupled with our remaining core
values of caring, integrity, and excellence.

We experienced positive growth in total
revenues, despite challenges of the current
economic environment which has affected
local home values and investment portfolios.
Our resident service revenue grew modestly as
new Residents moved to campus, specifically
to Covenant Crossing at Brethren Village. This
growth was offset by a decline in revenue from
a reduction in residences at The Courtyards.

We are thankful for the generous gifts and
bequests from individuals, organizations
and additional supporters who thoughtfully
contribute to our ministry through unrestricted
giving and capital campaign giving to
“Upholding the Promise... Building for
Tomorrow.” Funds given to the capital campaign
are included in the net assets released
from restrictions. Investment income which
includes realized and unrealized appreciation/
(depreciation) reflects the ever—changing market

value of our investments.

As our redevelopment project comes to a
close, significant shifts in our expenses are
occurring. Leadership at the Village has placed

an intentional focus on overtime reduction.

Additional positions related to redevelopment
have been added and salaries have adjusted
relative to a decrease in residences at The
Courtyards. An increase in benefits primarily
relates to growth in our health insurance claims.
Costs of services such as food, supplies and
utilities increased over the prior year. Now
representing an increased portion of our total
expenses, depreciation grew as a result of
fixed asset additions from the redevelopment
project and interest is a function of our current
debt level.

Although our physical campus transformation
and growth is viewed positively, we recognize
the change and negative trend with our
operating income/(loss). As part of the financial
planning for this redevelopment project,
operating losses are expected as we transform
our community. We are pleased to share our
actual performance has been better than
planned. It is our plan that this performance
level continues to strengthen as we will
vigilantly supervise the financial health of
Brethren Village.

As always, the Village remains committed to
serve others in their time of need by following
the servant style of Jesus.

years ago as Brethren Village Leadership embarked on
the largest redevelopment effort in the history of our
community. Aimed to enhance our services and
create additional residential options, the campus
landscape has substantially changed during
this period of unprecedented growth.

“Upholding the Promise... Building for Tomorrow”

Our transformational fundraising effort —
“Upholding the Promise... Building for
Tomorrow” — has enjoyed wonderful success
as the campaign comes to a close raising more
than $5.5 million. This impressive amount is
$500,000 over the original $5 million campaign
goal set in 2007.

As the largest capital campaign in Brethren
Village’s history, supporters have witnessed the
opening of The Courtyards, our new skilled care
facility, and the Welcome Center, part of the
massive redevelopment effort during the last
fiscal year. Featuring 78-private living units and
42-shared private living units, The Courtyards
offers a just-like-home experience for 120
Residents needing skilled care. The Welcome
Center and Wolfe Auditorium have already
played host to many events, programs, lectures,
services, and celebrations and is considered the
heart of our campus.

Concluding three years of strategic planning,
networking and soliciting, the campaign has
attracted a generous outpouring of gifts,
pledges and planned gift commitments from
more than 350 Residents, Team Members,
friends, families, businesses, foundations

and churches.

Campaign gifts of $3,000 or more are
recognized on a distinctive tile donor
recognition wall located in the Welcome Center,
created by local Lititz artist Steve de Perrot
of Pots by de Perrot. Unveiled in October, this
unique appreciation wall is a lifetime testimony

to the generosity of friends of the Village.
